1. (6pts) Explain where the following three different 4th graders went wrong with their partial product multiplication setup for 23x35. Explain how you would help each individual student correct their incorrect thinking.

The question given below in italics was posed to a class of 4th graders.  Given below are the answers given by two of the students.  Believe it or not, their mathematical reasoning is correct.  I want you to figure out how these kids are thinking.  The students were using base 10 blocks as they explained their answers.  Explain each student’s mathematical thought process using words and base ten blocks.  

The question was asked: “How many sevens are there in forty-two?”

2. (2pts) Tucker’s response was: “I know there are four tens in forty and three times four is twelve and two more is fourteen.  There are two sevens in fourteen and four plus two is six.  The answer is six.”

3. (2pts) Ebony’s response was: “I split three of these tens in half to make six fives. Then I split this ten into ten ones and put it with these two to make twelve. I put two with this five that makes seven, then two with this five to make seven, and keep going I get six groups of seven. The answer is six.”
